Books may be chosen for Years 3-4
form the 3-4, 5-6 and 7-9 lists and for
students in years 5-6 from the 5-6 and 7-9
lists.

Students are required to fill in a log sheet
after each book is completed. Those children
who choose to read extra books will also
receive a certificate from the school. Log
sheets will be kept in the Library in class
folders.

If parents are interested the book list is

available on the PRC site.

IMPORTANT NOTE. It is a requirement
for all students to receive a Premiers’
Certificate and to have their names printed on
a PRC Honour Roll. Only students’ names
will appear on the Roll with no other
identifying factors.

If you do no wish your child to be part of the
challenge please let me know as soon as
possible so they are not reqgistered.

Students will be registered at school and
books will be entered on line at school.
We had many children complete the
challenge in 2007. It would be fantastic to
have all students take up the challenge this
year.
